Selecting A Software System

Simple Steps to Get the Job Done

First and most importantly, create a steering/selection committee comprised of individuals
representing various functional areas throughout the organization. The committee will move
the company through a successful selection by defining requirements, evaluating software
against those requirements, and acting as an advocate for the software chosen. Based on
completing the selection and implementation within a timeline, a higher level of success will
be achieved by a committee versus accounting or IT involvement.

In general, these are the steps to take when replacing existing systems:

Supply vendors with key requirements and ask how they can
meet your needs, plus the approximate cost for software and implementation.
Specify the items the vendor is to cover during the demo in a
flow that most resembles your business.
Using your demo script, schedule vendors to prove they
can deliver on what they have promised.
Select the one system that meets your needs over the
others. Finalize the cost and timeline, including software, implementation,
training, hardware and annual ongoing costs.
